‘Prepare the way of the Lord’


To prepare people to hear the ‘good news’.

The Disciples– 


To go ahead of Jesus (Lk 10:1)


To declare peace and find the ‘People of Peace’ (Lk 10:5-6)


To pray and announce the Kingdom of God (Lk 10:9)

Our Mission [Should we wish to accept it]
To interact with people who have not yet met with Jesus (cf Lk 10:1)


To find the ‘People of Peace’ (cf Lk 10:5-6)


To pray and announce the Kingdom of God (Lk 10:9)

In More Detail….

Luke 10:1 [Go] two by two

Luke 10:3  [To go] out as lambs in the midst of wolves. 

Luke 10:4  Carry no moneybag, no knapsack, no sandals, and greet no one on the road. 
Luke10:5  Whatever house you enter, first say, 'Peace be to this house!' 

Luke 10:6-7 And if a son of peace is there, your peace will rest upon him….remain in the same house, eating and drinking what they provide….Do not go from house to house. 

Luke 10:9  Heal the sick in it and say to them, 'The kingdom of God has come near to you.' 

Person of Peace

….a person who is open to or ready for the salvation that is now coming into the world.

Connecting with People of Peace
1. Presence
‘Though among wolves, we are to assume that an openness to the visit or message.’

 Do we assume people we spend time with are open or closed to the message?

2. Passing Relationships
Don’t be grudging about sharing the messianic peace/the Good News; it will not stay where it is not appreciated.

Are we scared to speak words of ‘peace’?

3. Permanent Relationships
Pray for those we love to become people of peace.

4. Proclamation
The blessing of peace is in the first instance only a standard Jewish greeting.. 

..but it can become the beginning of announcing of the Good News of the Kingdom of God. 

Proclaim the gospel – however simply – the response will show if they are a person of peace.
What’s our equivalent to the Jewish peace greeting?
5. Preparation
Help prepare people to hear the Good News. 

The importance of a sense of belonging. 

The first evangelistic contact is also a search for hospitality and a base of operations.
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Power
The Good News of the kingdom of God is demonstrated in healing.
How are we demonstrating the power of God to others?
7. Perception
‘Shaking off the dust’ is an image for separation. 

When do you persist and when do you walk away?

Spiritual discernment is needed.

As we remember today the words of the prophets bringing the news of Jesus our challenge is to ask whether we are prophetically speaking the good news of Jesus into the lives of others.
Our Mission
[Should we wish to accept it]
To follow the prophets and disciples in announcing the Good News to the People of Peace.
The people of peace are waiting.
