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The Return of
the Prodigal Son

You & the Older
Son



If words like impetuous, impertinent, selfish, spoilt, are some of the words
that could be used to describe the younger son in this story that Jesus tells in
Luke 15.11-32; what words would you use to describe the older son?

As you look once again at Rembrandt’s painting how do you see this older son
portrayed.

These are the words from Jesus to describe him.

25The older son had been out in the field. But when he came near the house,
he heard the music and dancing. 2So he called one of the servants over and
asked, "What's going on here?"

27 The servant answered, "Your brother has come home safe and sound,
and your father ordered us to kill the best calf.” 26 The older brother got so
angry that he would not even go into the house.

His father came out and begged him to go in. 2°But he said to his father,
"For years I have worked for you like a slave and have always obeyed you.
But you have never even given me a little goat, so that I could give a dinner
for my friends. >° This other son of yours wasted your money on prostitutes.
And now that he has come home, you ordered the best calf to be killed for a
feast.”

31 his father replied, "My son, you are always with me, and everything I
have is yours. *>But we should be glad and celebrate! Your brother was dead,
but he is now alive. He was lost and has now been found. "

If the parable tells us about homecoming — then the older son is not at home
in his home v29. For him life is about duty not delight. You don't sense any
love loss between the older son and the Father as far as the older son is
concerned.

The words that loom large to describe him and his attitude from my
perception are resentment, bitterness, jealousy, anger and possibly hate..
There could well be others.

But first a testimony from Ann Dauvis.

That has been Ann’s experience and possibly others here know something of
this.

Surely we know too something of these destructive attitudes.



Resentment — arising from a sense of unfairness, he the eldest son having to
get on with the family business and the younger son his brother but not
referred to in that way (" 7his other son of yours your son” v30) getting his
inheritance early and then just going away to gentileland and blowing it all.

Bitterness- you can imagine this older son spitting out these words and this
resentment has grown into a root of bitterness. His younger brother has
returned in a very sad state, he’s wasted his money and rather than his
Father giving him a hard time he was throwing a party, if he had seen his
Father running out to meet him the mind boggles at his response. Rather
than just quietly letting him back into the family, the father along with others
they were celebrating - music dancing and the barbecued calf.

Jealousy — the older son is certainly jealous of the party when he not been
able to celebrate with his friends (why was this — was it his perception of his
father rather than the reality of what he was truly like. At a deeper level he
could well be jealous of the maverick nature of his brother and how he had
been away and had a good time even if now it had got desperate for him.

Linked in with this is anger that borders on hate — whether he had ever had a
good relationship with his younger brother we do not know. It clearly seems
that this older brother would not have minded if he brother never came back
maybe he didn’t even care whether he was alive.

It is significant that there are 270 references in the bible to the word anger
and 128 refrences to hate.

The bible speaks of the importance of not being resentful 2 Timothy 2.24, and
in Ephesians 4.31 Paul writes

"Get rid of all bitterness, rage and anger, brawling and slander, along with
every form of malice.”

For Rembrandt — he knew something of what it was like to be the older son.
Rembrandt was not an easy person to get along with. He lived with a lady
Geertje Dircx for six years and after this he got his brother to collect
testimony from her neighbours so that she could be admitted into a mental
institution. When later she could have been released from the institution
Rembrandt again got evidence to keep her within there. (Henri Nouwen p65).
The biography written by Gary Schwartz describes Rembrandt as a “bitter,
revengeful person who used all permissable and impermissable weapons to
attack those who came in his way”.

For the author of the book "The Return of the Prodigal Son Henri Neuwen
Thinking of the younger son and the older son writes:
" Looking deeply into myself and then around me at the lives of others, I
wonder which does more damage lust or resentment?



There is so much resentment among the “just” and the “righteous”. There is
much judgment. Condemnation and prejudice among the “saints”. There is
much frozen anger among the people who are concerned about avoiding
“sin”. (Neuwen p71)

So we too can perhaps there is something of the older brother within us all.
The older brother who despite the father urging him to come in and celebrate
that his brother who was lost had been found. So what can be done to help
the older son change his attitude and be able to celebrate with the others.
There is a need to let go of rivalry — of seeing that we are in competition with
others.

Nouwen provides some helpful keys to opening this door.

“Radical Trust” — the kind of trust that says I need to embrace “the truth that
God does indeed want to embrace me as much as he does my wayward
brothers and sisters” p84.

“Gratitude” — being disciplined to be grateful even when emotions still feel
hurt and resentful.

“Courage” — this is not easy path to travel, entering into the father’s House is
not so easy especially when we do not perceive it as our own. A change of
mind, a change of heart needs to take place before the journey can take
place.

This is possible only when like the older son we are willing to accept that we
are our father’s son/daughter and that we too shall have our share of the
inheritance as children of our heavenly Father

Finally remember the words of Jesus from John 14.1-3

"Don't let your hearts be troubled. Trust in God, and trust also in me. % There
is more than enough room in my Father’s home.l’! If this were not so, would I
have told you that I am going to prepare a place for youZ?’ 2 When
everything is ready, I will come and get you, so that you will always be with
me where I am.”

b. Luke 15:15 pigs: The Jewish religion taught that pigs were not fit to
eat or even to touch. A Jewish man would have felt terribly insulted if
he had to feed pigs, much less eat with them.

c. Luke 15:16 what the pigs were eating. The Greek text has " (bean)
pods," which came from a tree in Palestine. These were used to feed
animals. Poor people sometimes ate them too.

d. Luke 15:22 ring. . . sandals. These show that the young man's father
fully accepted him as his son. A ring was a sign of high position in the
family. Sandals showed that he was a son instead of a slave, since
slaves did not usually wear sandals.

24Because this my son was dead and is alive again; he was lost and is
found! And they began to !™revel and feast and make merry.

25But his older son was in the field; and as he returned and came near the
house, he heard music and dancing.

26And having called one of the servant [boys] to him, he began to ask
what this meant.

27 And he said to him, Your brother has come, and your father has killed



["that [wheat-]fattened calf, because he has received him back safe and well.

28Byt [the elder brother] was angry [with deep-seated wrath] and resolved
not to go in. Then his father came out and began to plead with him,

29But he answered his father, Look! These many years I have served you,
and I have never disobeyed your command. Yet you never gave me [so much
as] a [little] kid, that I might [®revel and feast and be happy and make merry
with my friends;

30But when this son of yours arrived, who has devoured your estate with
immoral women, you have killed for him [P’that [wheat-] fattened calf!

31And the father said to him, Son, you are always with me, and all that is
mine is yours.

32t it was fitting to make merry, to [revel and feast and rejoice, for this
brother of yours was dead and is alive again! He was lost and is found!

Sons and Daughters

I have been lately re-reading Henri Nouwen’s Return of the Prodigal Son,
and it seems that the moment for this is right at last. I read it once about ten
years ago, and though I was edified by it, I think I was not in an interior
spiritual “place” wherein I could fully benefit from its insights. Through my
present reading (which so far is only the first few chapters) and prayer, a
little more of the light of Heaven has shone upon me, and I'd like to share
some of that with you. Perhaps much of what I say is not news to you, and
you've been living it for years, but for someone who often wrestles with God
as I do, it is something through which the Lord “gives me rest” (see my
previous post).



I'm not sure even how to begin this, but perhaps I'll just say that if you have
ever been a sinner you ought to read this book. It is not an exegetical
commentary on the Gospel parable, though it does offer insights into the text
itself. It is more a glimpse into the Heart of the Father and the
tragedy/salvation of the son, and as such it is the story of our own life and
relation to God. The return of prodigal sons and daughters, and the
compassionate embrace of their loving Father, can perhaps be summed up in
this line from the prologue of the book: "I have to kneel before the Father,
put my ear against his chest and listen, without interruption, to the heartbeat
of God.”
